APQC honored supporters, friends and partners at the 20th anniversary Award Banquet held Sept.
17 at the Four Points by Sheraton in Rock Island. More than eighty people were in attendance to celebrate
the contributions, historic and on-going, of friends who have made this organization and the work that it
does, an important part of their contributions to ease the way for others.

THE FUNERALS MAY BE ABLUR NOW, BUT THE FACES STILLARE FRESH IN OUR MINDS.

ACROSS THE COUNTRY AND THROUGHOUT THIS COMMUNITY ACHOICE HAD TO BE
MADE... TO SURRENDER OR TO FIGHT... INFORMALLY AT FIRST...FRIENDS HELPING
FRIENDS AS THEY STRUGGLED AGAINST AIDS. THEN, MORE AND MORE ORGANIZED AS A
GROUP OF THE COMMITTED MET AND FORMED THE QUAD CITIES AIDS COALITION.
FOUNDING MEMBERS WERE: THE SCOTT CO. HEALTH DEPARTMENT, THE ROCK ISLAND
HEALTH DEPARTMENT, THE AMERICAN RED CROSS AND THE METROPOLITAN COMMU-
NITY CHURCH. STRATEGIES WERE PLANNED. MONEY BEGAN TO ARRIVE IN SUPPORT
OF THE CLIENTS. THE BUDDY PROGRAM ORGANIZED VOLUNTEERS TO DRIVE FRIENDS
TO THE DOCTOR, TO VISIT THEM IN THE HOSPITAL OR AT HOME, TO RUN ERRANDS FOR
THOSE WHO NO LONGER HAD THE STRENGTH TO TAKE ON EVEN AMINOR TASK.
CHARLIE CRAMPTON, CLAYTON PETERSON, STEVEN, FR. JERRY LOGAN, AND SO MANY

OTHERS FOUND THE TIME TO HELP.

FUNDRAISERS BEGAN TO BE PLANNED TO ADD TO THE GROWING NEED FOR RESOURCES. MANY QUILTS WERE STITCHED WITH
LOVING HANDS TO HONOR AND REMEMBER LOVED ONES NO LONGER HERE, AND TO RAISE MONEY TO KEEP APQC GOING.

THE FIRST OFFICE, AHUMBLE LITTLE PLACE CALLED THE QUALITY INN ON BRADY IN DAVENPORT. A SOCIAL WORKERCAME IN %2
DAY AWEEK TO MAN THE PHONES. HE WAS JOINED BY OTHERS, AND WE GREW.

THE NEWSPAPERS BEGAN TO REPLACE THE STORIES OF ANALMOST CERTAIN DEATH SENTENCE WITH HOPES THAT THERE
MIGHT BEANEW DRUG THAT COULD STAVE OFF THE DEVASTATION OF THE MONSTER.

WE BEGAN TO LOOK OUTSIDE OURSELVES AND LISTEN TO THE GROANS OF THE WHOLE WORLD THAT SUFFERED FROM THE
RAVAGES OF AIDS. WE WATCHED AS ENTERTAINERS AND ACTIVISTS STIRRED THE CONSCIENCES OF
PEOPLE WHO FELT THAT AIDS WOULD NEVER AFFECT THEM. WE WATCHED AS RESEARCHERS
FRANTICALLY RACED TO FIND OUT THE HOW, THE WHY AND FOR WAYS TO STOP THE BEAST.

WE WERE INVOLVED! FOR MANY, THIS WAS PERSONAL! THIS WAS ANATTACK AGAINST THOSE WE
LOVED, AND THOSE WE DID NOT KNOW, BUT WHOSE PAINAND ISOLATION CALLED US TOACTION.

IN THE MIDST OF BUSY EVERYDAY LIVES, THE ONES WHO HEARD AND ANSWERED THE CHALLENGE
MADE THE TIME TO GIVE TO THIS ORGANIZATION.

THE COALITION GREW...THE NEEDS BECAME MORE COMPLICATED. RESEARCH HAD PROVED HOW
TO PREVENT THE DISEASE, YET MORE WERE BECOMING INFECTED. PREVENTION NEEDED TO BE
ADDED TO THE PROGRAMS OF CARE ORGANIZED BY THE GOVERNMENT. PROFESSIONALS ADDED
THEIR TALENTS TO THE TEAM AND THE COALITION BECAME THE AIDS PROJECT QUAD CITIES.

WITH THE ADDITION OF APROFESSIONAL STAFF, THE VOLUNTEERS DID NOT CEASE THEIR EFFORTS.
THE ORGANIZATION STILL DESPERATELY NEEDED THEM TO HELP...STILL NEEDS THEM TO HELP. THEY DID NOT GIVE UP...THEY
DID NOT RETIRE FROM THE CAUSE... THEY RECRUITED MORE TO JOIN THEM...THEY STILLARE HERE... THEY WILL NOT FORGET
WE WILL NOT FORGET. IT IS SOME OF THOSE WE HONOR HERE TONIGHT.
