ering questions about their sexual activity in the

onths, P
ayne saw

 discrepancies. “I found that

hen you ask the students if they see them
selves being at

risk for H
IV

, m
any respond, no. B

ut then you have dialogue
w

ith them
. ‘H

ave you been having unprotected sex these last
90 days, w

hether it’s vaginal or anal?’ T
hen they’re honest.

‘Yes, I have.’”
